If wé are to help Mexico finaneially we must
wait until Carranza sets up o constitutional government and a
president and legislators are chosen at a general election. Money
lent to Carranzn might be so wasted that the people of Mexieo
shopld not be burdened with its repayment. We must not lose
wight of the fact that Carranza has no legal status other than pos-
sessing & title won by foree of arms and that he has pledged
himself to hold a general election. This leaves Mexico in the
position which Cuba occupied when we assisted in pacifying the
island and holding & fair election. Mexivans, like Cubans, must
learn to play the game of politics according to real demoeratic rules.

In the midst of the love feast that promised to send onr troubles,
Villa steps onee more upon the stage with a conquering army of
two or three thousand men. Carranza must fight Villa to a finish
now and if he were wise he would let American troops co-operate
in the roundup. It would be u farce to hold an election while half
half the country is in rebellion against Carranza, and he knows it
It Villa comes north and attacks American soldiers or crosses our
frontier the Federal government will be able to recognize him as an
enemy ruler in possession of certain territory and then our troops
would have a plain duty to perform in accordance with the rules of
international law which the United States upholds,

If Villa sets himself up as raler ovér territory continguous to
the United States and Carranza is not able to occupy that territory
and keep the Villistas from raiding American territory we shall be
foreed to recognize Villa’s actual possession of such territory and
we shall then be in a position to make war upon him without
violating the sovercign rights of the Mexican government.

It would be unwise to finance Mexico until we know who is to
rule that country. Villa may win if Carranza refuses to aceept our
help and cannot erush him now. Everything is so uncertain that we
eannot even be sure that Villa is alive, but somebody is in the saddle
down in Chibuahua. We cannot sink money in Mexico until the
Mexicans show that they can help themselves or are willing to
accept guidance. It is exasperating to find a revolution in territory
which Carranza claims to control and from which he has asked us
to withdraw troops sent to eatch Villa. More will be known in a
few days. It is not what Carranza promises but what he can do that
counts. Anybody would promise almost suything for a hundred
million dollars in real American money.
