MINING EXPERIMENT STATIONS

FRANKLIN K. LANE, secretary of the interior, under whose
Jurisdiction the Mining bureau operates, is engaged in selocting
. & third station for the establishment of & branch of the burean,
Fairbanks, Alaska, and Tueson, Arvizona, have been determined on
and there remuing & third venter for the collestion and dissemination
of news pertaining to the mineral industry. No mention is made of
Nevada, the one state of the Union that has been so thoroughly
identified with the mining industry that it has been pecognized as
the chief source of revenue. This ix an excellent opportunity for
the Reno Commercial club and the Nevada Mine Operators’ ussocia-
tion to get busy. It may not be too late to capture this very
desirable and juicy plum. Nevada has been chosen for the station
of the new rescue car to be placed in commission some time this
year and the same circnmstances that prompted the selection of
this state for the home of the car should be cited as an argument
for the location of the new mining experiment station. In this state
the most important problems of mining have been solved and there
is not another state in the Union that ean compete with the milling
results attaived in Tonopuh. In Goldfield the largest individunl
flotation plant for the reqovery of values from base ores is just
entering on production; Belwont has the first flotation plant
adapted to the treatment of silver ores, and the only tungsten mine
of any consequence in the west is to be found at Sodaville. All
these elements enter into the selection of & mining station where
the officials can be kept in close touch with developments without
being subject to the expense and uncertainty of going elsewhere to
watch changes and improvements.  After a close study of the mine
situation, Tonopah was selected for the branch of the Nevada School
of Mines. One of the potent factors in arriving at this choice was
“'the fact that Touopsh was the center of the most modern and
complete mechanical installation to be found in up to date mines,|*
both on the surfuce and underground. In this vicinity the student
of geology finds problems of the most complex character,
including both sedimentary and voleanie, eombining physical con-
| ditions that eannot be duplicated eisewhere on the Pacific coast.
- It would be unwise to select Seattle for the new station, as
e, suggested last week, since the chief source of mining wealth for
that city is covered by the station in Alasks, and there are no large
mines in Washington or Oregon. Tonopah is the logical location of
the station. From this point every mine in the eastern end of
Californin and on either the eastern or western slope of the Sierras
is easily accessible and, if the government is.intent on collecting facts
or distributing informuation, there could not be a better choice than
