Measured at right angles from the
dipping walls, the ledge in the Mon-

arch rittsburg is 43 feet in width
on the thousand level. This may or
may not be a coincidence, but it is
the exact width of the Murray on the
1540 level of the Extension. In the
Monarch, however, the enrichment Is
not sufficient to make a saving. The
breast of the drift now being run,
which is bearing 25 degrees south of
west and is 880 feet from the shaft,
shows from $5 to $7, with select of

samples running up to $27.50. The
walls are West End rhyolite and
Extension breccia. In the breccia
are nodules of trachyte, Indicative of
the existence of a bed of this matrix
material at greater depth.

Unfortunately, the Monarch at pres
ent is unable to explore this ledge on
Its lowest level, the water line being
at the 1076 point. It would necessi
tate the levying of an extra assess-
ment to provide sufficient money to of

equip the property with an adequate
pumping plant. There are, however,
great expectations arising from the
contemplated work by the new cor
poration that has taken over such a
vast acreage in the western end of
the district. The proposed crosscut D.
from the Bonanza to the Great West of
ern, 6000 feet in length, will drag a
large volume of water and will neces-
