The Kllon, Lafton and Maqben as De-

scribed In the Talmud.
It Is a matter familiar to every stu

dent of the Bible that the Hebrew
priests were required to be physically
as well as morally perfect without a
bodily defect or blemish In order to be
eligible to service In the temple. The
Talmud, In the tractate Bechorotb.
says a writer In the Medical Record.
enumerates several defects which dis
qualify a priest from ministering in bis
holy office. Among these are the kllon.
tbe lafton and the maqbon.

The condition of kllon Is ascribed as
a person having a peculiarly shaped
bead, wblcb Is pointed at the top and
broad at the bottom. The lafton was a
man with a head shaped exactly tbe
opposite of the preceding. To use tbe
expression of the Talmud, be bad a
bead very broad at tbe top and narrow
at the bottom. like a lefes L e
pumpkin. , -

Tbe expression maqbon, derived from
tbe word hammer, refers to a hammer
shaped bead or, as the Talmud de
scribes It. one with a prominent and
projecting forehead and occiput.

The terse descriptions of the kllon
head and lafton head given by the
Talmud could not be Improved on by
any modern textbook In medicine.
