ANOTHER LINK SEVERED

HE death of George Dewey, conpled with the recent hereave-

ment of the nation in the decciw of Buffalo Bill, carried with
i the conviction thai the present generstion will soon witness the
Iust gurvivor of the men who made real history in the days when
the fate of the republic hung in ihe balanee and a single misstep
would be fraught with the most direful consequences.  The old
plajnsman oocupied 4 station peenliar to himself, but his noblest
endowment was the faet that he was the living embodiment of
those ideals thut have grown up with every Amerean boy who was
obsessed with frontier and eowboy life until recently they gave way
to the faseinations of the airplane and dirigible, On the waters of
the world George Dewey was as much an apdventurer who devoted
hig life and talents to fortifyving his country in the greatest game
of all—the war game. It was when Dewey stood at the command of
the smallest representative tlotilln that ever ventured from domestic
waters to attack an enemy in his home port that the stern stufl of
which heroes are moulded came to the stirluce and the world saw
in the daring admiral ar the hend of the dindnutive white theet a
man with whom it would not do to fool, He was the master of
desting. He had an inkling of what was coming when he was
commisgionad 1o sail aronpd the globhe and was femperamentally fit
for the setual isspe precipitated by the declaration of war against
Spain,  His command when he sailed into Manila bay was not mich,
as nuval commands go these days, Tor the best of his squadron was

not large enongh to he elussed as o tender 1o s dreadnaught of the
present,  But, nevertheless, bohind the guns stood trie Americans
sehooled in the art of seamanship ot a stuge in Che progress of marine
architecture whon the old Jack Tur had not beon banished and bis
place tuken by machinists, biancksmiths, eleetriciuns snd artisans of
every possible capacity. The first stage of the new navy was of the
vharacter combining both sail pnd stenm, and the men behind the
guns were as antrepid as those of the days of Perry or Fareagnt,
whose bruvery was beyond cavil and whose determination was only
measured by the length of the rope extended by their officers.  The
battle of Manila bay was not mueh, but it was o wst of the morale
and the discipline of the Ameriean foree, which believed it was
foreing a passage from one of the best fortitied ports on the face
of the map. The shore batteries were reputed to be the best that
modern engineering could devise and it was certain that unless
they were guickly engaged and put out of business that there would
not be muceh of the Amerivan fleet pomnining on the morrow.  As it
turned out the vonguest was eisy and the enemy gave way to the
well directed fire of the Yadkee jackies. The Spuniards were
dispatehed with the celerity of a holiday parade and both men and
guny responded promptly to the orders of the admiral from the
Green mountaing of Vermont,

The muportant issue was the threatened rupture with the German
comnander, Admiral von Diederchs, whose fleet outnumbered the
Yankees both in men and caliber of guns. The German was aching
for & fight and impudently challenged the Americans by trespassing
beyond the demarcation whers friendship eeased and hostility was
provoked. It was then that Dewey showed his mettie when he
transmitted the frmons message to the bellicose Tenton that if he
repeated the obnoxious manenver the guns of the Olympia would
be turned on him aud he wonld be blown out of the waters of Manila
bay., The German outnumbered Dewey's squadron, but behind the
threat of the gallupt Yankee sailor was an assurance that carried
with it the conviction that, although he might he whipped. it would
be like engaging a bunch of wildeats which would leave their mark
before they could be throttled. That was where Germany was taught
8 lesson that hus never been forgiven and for which the Gernman
nation today is aching to avenge.

Under the circumstances the battle of Munila bay will stand a
birief review. Undei Dewey's command, the Olympia, his Hagship;
the Bultimore, the Raleigh, the Coneord, the Boston, and the pigmy
Petrel, During the night of April 30th, 1898, he sailed through
Boea Grande chanoel 1o Manila bay, and, when morning hroke,
found the Spanish admiral, Montojo, in front of the city of Manila
with nine vessels. Bebind him were the hatteries of Cavite, Dewey
steamed in and opened fire only al elose rnoge. First, two Spanish
forpedo bosts suiled out, but one wis immebately supk and the
other disabied. Then the Reina Christing engaged with the Olympia,
whose fire scon compelied ber to retire with a loss of 150 lilled
and 80 wounded, After sinkimmg the Reina Chmstina, Castilla andd
Ullot, and setting the other warships afire, Dewey rotired. A rest
for the erews followed wnd then Dewey began his attack on the
Spanish forts. This ended the contest, which cost Spain 381 killed
and wounded and the Americans only seven wounded.

It will also stand to the credit of Dewey. when he sailed for his
destination he ot the eable and assumed the eutire responsibility
of what ensued. wnd he was not
going to be hothered with i lot of instructions from wooden headed
Ihiewey

He was mnstor of the situntion
stutesmien e Washington who kusew nothing of the facty
proceeded to execute his omders with a dispateh and surdness that
could not be guestioned, and, when he reported to Washington that
the flag of the Unlted States had beon hoisted
wis done,
