police work. Many plants of various
kinds have sought such protection,
either from the federal or state au-

thorities, and the war department
can now decide what course to take
with such applications.

Congress will be asked, it is un-

derstood, to expedite espionage leg-

islation In connection with this phase
of the situation.

At the navy yard it was learned
that Congress would also be request-
ed to authorize an increase beyond

The war department late this af-

ternoon ordered 20 additional com-

plete Infantry regiments and five
additional separate battalions of the
national guar dinto the federal ser-

vice for the protection of property
in the event of possible internal
disorder. Guards were called out
in 18 western and middle-wester-

state not included In the 14 regi-

ments called out by the previous
order.

Following is the executive order
bringing the navy up to war
strength:

"By virtue of the authority vested
in the president by the act of Con-

gress approved August 29, 1916, en-

titled 'An act making appropriations
for the naval service for the fiscal

year ending June 30, 1917, and for

other purposes,' it is hereby direct-
ed that the authorized enlisted
strength of the navy be increased
to 87,000 men.

"(Signed), Woodrow Wilson."
. The navy must enroll immediately

approximately 26,000 men to reach
the required strength. Secretary
Daniels supplemented the order with

telegrams to newspaper editors all
over the country, urging them to
aid the department.

Congress must determine the sys-

tem under which an army Is to be
raised. Today's action provides more
elastic machinery, found necessary
as a result of the recent border

J mobilization for the enrolling and
training of a great army, whether
raised as volunteer, by conscrip-
tion, or through a universal Bervice
bill.

The object pf the creation of the
new departments of the northeast
and southeast was to distribute
among three central commanders the
work of mobilization in the state
most thickly populated and from
which the greatest number of sold-ler- s

must come. The present east
ern department directed the mobil
ization of approximately 80 per cent
of the 150,000 guardsmen sent to the
border.

With 440,000 men, the maximum
authorized strength of the national
guard, called out in addition to what
ever volunteers might be summoned,
the task would be too great for a

single departmental organization, be
cause of the vastness pf the supply
problems involved.

instructions to national guard of-

ficers Issued more than a month ago
to cover any future mobilization,
showed plainly that the war depart-
ment had learned its lesson and
proposed to decentralize its mobiliza-
tion problems as far as possible. De-

partmental commanders completely
will supervise the assembling of
Btate troops in their districts here-
after and will take over Immediately
on the call for federal task, the task
of recruiting for the guard regiment
through organization of reserve bat-

talions.

The tansfer of General Wood from
the estern to the southeastern de-

partment caused considerable spec-
ulation among army officers. No ex-

planation was given and Secretary
Baker declined to comment. The
eastern department is regarded as
the most important of the six, be-

cause of its great economic develop-
ment. As a general rule that de-

partment falls to the command of the
senior major general.

Major General Wood is the rank-
ing officer of his grade, General
Dell, who now takes command of
the eastern department being his Im-

mediate junior. In some quarters
it was suggested that the new south-
eastern department might prove to
be the center of interest should the
present International situation de-

velop need for military operations
In the south.

ON STRIKE REPOR I
GOLDFIELD PROPERTY HEADED

BY TONOPAH MAN, COMES IN-

TO NICE ORE BODY

Spearhead was one iof the active
stocks this morning, going from
a close of 15 cents Saturday to 27

cents, with a snap reaction to 20
cents before the morning sales clos-

ed. President George Kernlck says
the ore body was struck In the cross-
cut at a distance of 115 feet east
of the shaft, dipping northwest with
the strike due east taking It through
the Blue Bell and Into the Lone Star
where a three compartment shaft
was begun two years ago and aban-
doned after the Booth litigation stop-

ped work.
Manager Bruce had been expecting

results In the west crosscut where an
immense Jedge had been opened. This
ledge was intersperced with elusive
stringers and the expectation was
that In the course iof a month or so
these stringers would unite in a
rich ore shoot. ' However, results
came where least expected In the
east crosscut where they had been
driving through an iron fault that
analyzed 80 per cent of pure white
Iron, The crosscut had passed out
of 12 feet of this formation when
the ore body, running high in cop-

per was encountered. This was on

Friday, and the next round of six
foot holes on the hanging wall

brought the rich ore body in sight.
Values run between $25 and $40 a

ton, according to Manager Kernlck,
making a very profitable shipping
ore. The crosscut is on the 910

level, and, should the values hold
out, the Spearhead company is pro-

tected for a distance of 1200 feet,
running east, by a lease from the
Blue Bell company good for six
years. The Blue Bell is owned by
the Stpkes estate, New York, repre
sented In Goldfield by Harry B.

Llnd. The Lone Star Is controlled
by W. W. Watterson, banker, of

Bishop, Inyo county, California, as
sociated with several millionaires of
Colorado Springs.

The Spearhead is controlled by
George Kernlck, who has put up most
of the funds for development since
taking over the McMahon lease two
years ago. The capitalization is
$1,600,000 shares with half a million
in the treasury. Four assessments
of one cent each have been levied
by the reorganized company.
