Complying with the law the coun-

ty commissioners of Nye county
have adopted a budget for the cur-

rent year, estimating the costs of

maintaining all departments of the
county administration, mciuumg
town and BChool expenses. inis
budget was submitted to the state
tax commission, according to law,
and after some delay, met with the
approval of that body. The Nye

county board remained in session
for the greater part of two weeks
sifting down demands and general-

ly overhauling the cost sheets of ad-

ministration to the end that they
might make the tax levy as low as
possible consistent with an honest
and capable discharge of their du-

ties. The estimates show that the
cost of conducting Nye county up
to the first of January, 1918, will
be $118,000. divided as follows: Gen-

eral fund, $55,000; salary fund, $53,-00-

loan fund, $20,000, and indigent
fund. $20,000. The report of the
board of county commissioners is
as follows:

The board of county commission
ers has estimated the amount of

money required to maintain a county
high school at Tonopah and Manhat-
tan to be the sum of $10,000, and
such an estimate Is made from what
it cost to maintain said high schools
during the current school year. The
amount derived from the high school
tax Is divided proportionately be-

tween the Tonopah high school and
the Manhattan high school by the
state superintendent of public In
struction. A tax of ten cents on
the hundred dollars of valuation
was levied on all taxable property
in the county in order to raise the
said sum of $10,000, basing the
countv valuation for the year 1917
at $10,000,000.

The board of county commission-
ers has outstanding Nye county
bonds to the sum of $50,000 and In
order to maintain a sinking fund
and keep the interest paid up on
said bonds, a tax has to be levied
each year. The board has estimat-
ed that the requirements to take
cam of said bonds for the year
1H18 to be the sum of $5500. They
therefore levied a tax of five cents
and five mills on the hundred dol
lars valuation of all taxable property
1,1 the county, in order to raise the

(said sum of $5500, basing the val- -

uation of the county at $10,000,000
for the year 1917.

The board of county commission-
ers has estimated the amount re-

quired to maintain the county roads
for the next ensuing year to be the
sum of $15,000, of this amount the
sum of $6000 la derived from taxes
and the sum of $9000 from poll tax.
auto licenses and the state racing
commission. The amount to be rais
ed from (axes Is the sum of $6000.
The board therefore levied a tax of
six cents on the hundred dollars
valuation of all taxable property in
the county, basing the county valua-
tion for the year 1917 at $10,000,000.

The board of county commission-
ers has estimated the expenses nec-

essary to maintain the county school
for the current year to be the sum
of $53,000. The sum of $30,240 Is
derived from taxation, and is based
on the estimated number of school
children between the ages of bIx
and 18 years of age in each school
district of the county as shown by
the last preceding school census and
also the number of school teachers
each school district of the county Is
entitled to for the next ensuing
school year.

The sum of $22,760 Is derived
from the state and forest reserve
and In addition to the amount of
$30,240 derived from taxation makes
the sum of $53,000 required for the
county schools. A tax of thirty
cents ($.30) on the hundred dollars
valuation of all taxable property in
the county was levied to raise the
sum of $30,240, basing the county
valuation at $10,000,000,
