TONOPAH THE INEXHAUSTIBLE.

OR five years numerous pessimists have boen engaged in an at-

tempt to deery the merits of Tonopuh. They have been de-
claring that the best doys of the camp have heen experienced and
that the future held nothing more than a few dumps which might
be eleaned up with more or less profit to the owners, This ontery
giined such proportions that it gave evidenes of developing into a
lusty chorus with the hammer brigade playing an orchestral accom-
paniment. These pessimistie utterances, which gained wide eireunla-
tion have been positively eontroverted by an array of faets devel-
oped year after year. Nevertheless the slanders have been kept in
motion in spite of the growing production of the eamp and the
enormous sums of money placed in new development. The disclos-
ure of yosterday in the western distriet serves to emphasize the
predietion that in that seetion of the distriet Tonopah may be re-
warded with richer and better ore bodies than have been opened at
any previous time in the history of the eamp, Tt has heen said that
discoveries come in eyeles and that one rich find is almost sure to
be followed by another and this well known theory has besn sus-
tained once more. Diess than 60 davs ago the Monarch Pittshurg
brought in an ore body that gives promise of producing a vast ton-
nage. Then came the Ohio shaft of the West End vompany, situat-
¢d on the California claiin, which entered the shipping lists Inst
week by sending out several tvinl shipments which competent au-
thorities say were the equal of anything extracted from the old pro-
ducing area in the eastern belt. Now the West Tonopah has entered
#n ore body in the trachyte away and hayond where a few vears ago
it was thongh impossible for anyone to think of finding values. The
West Tonopah strike, if sustained by development, is going to he ong
of the greatest factors in adding to the wealth of {he camp. In the
fiest place the shaff is at a point fully & mile west of any known
ore body, which estahlishes the moral cerfuinty that the intervening
acreage is underlaid with the same formation and containing the
same bigh values in the form of black sulphides streuks running
from three to six inches wide., Assays huve been had s high as
£300, but the regular formation has not yet been renched and when
it is entered it is cortain there will be disglosed another treasure
vault as rich as the famous Murray ledge of the Tonopah extension
estate.  Without reference to what will be brought out in the pros-
ecution of the new work west of the West Tonopah shaft it stands
to reason that there must be millions underlying the territory he-
tween the nearest orchody on the Tonopanh Extension and the loca-
fion of the latest find which may be gifted with spectacular fent-
ures as sensational as any former discovery. Assuming that the
West Tonopah ledge is nothing more than the avernge milling ore
it means that the vein gystem of the disteict extends to indefinite
distance on the western horizon, The Great Western mine, adjoin-
ing the scene of the latest surprise is likely to be one of the chief
benefiviaries since that property is already opened to a depth that
will save the company great expense in sinking and enable future
energies to be directed toward picking up the continuation of the
West Tonopah vein, which is reported to have a regular cast and
west strike. The Schwab interests have had an eye on that section

for the past two or three years and it was only within the past 18 I

months that a deal of great magnitude was consummated taking
in an area involving dbout three miles of patented claims.

steadily toward the west and it would not be looking too far into
the future to assert that years from now the much despised **flat’’
