TO VON HINDENBURG

GERMAN LABOR FEDERATION
SENDS A STRONG NOTE TO

GENERAL GROENER

(By AsMK-iate- Pre.)
AMSTERDAM, April 28. The gen

eral committee of the German labor
federation, in a letter to General
Oroener, head of the munitions de
partment, made in reply to Field
Marshal von Hindenburg's recent
letter on the strike, says:

"We expect with certainty that
the promise of measures for safe-

guarding the food supply of the pop-
ulation of towns in the industrial
districts will be fully carried out,
thereby removing the strongest
cause for anxiety among the work
ing classes.

"Furthermore, everything must be
avoided lending to lead workers to
believe their efforts lack full appre-
ciation and consideration. Inade-

quate wages having regard to the
cost of living, unnecessary harshness
in enforcing the auxiliary service
law and attempts to restrict or nul-

lify rights guaranteed to workers by
law are apt continually to give rise
to conflicts. Unfortunately many
employes, especially in the big indus
tries and despite the long duration
of the war, have not abandoned the
methods of treating with their work
men, which even in peace times,
caused great dissatisfaction and sharp
conflicts. Everything must be done
to maintain the efficiency of the army
at home."

Judge C. E. Winter, of Casper, Wy-

oming, will begin on Monday the
arbitration jtoceedings to decide
which c! the 132 claimants shall
share, and how shall be divided, the
$6500 in rewards offered for the
capture of W. L. Carlisle, who last
spring and summer held up passen-

gers on three Union Pacific trains.
Judge Winter has been named sole
arbiter of the distribution of the
award.

Carlisle was captured the day af-

ter he had held up the passengers
on the third of the three trains and
now is in the state penitentiary serv
ing a life sentence. Carlisle asserts
he gave himself up voluntarily. Most
of the claims for shares in the re
wards come from Wolcott, near
which place Carlisle was taken into
custody, and Rawlins, while most
of the remainder come from Laramie
county.

Reasons assigned for claims are
varied. Some of the claimants say
they trailed Carlisle all the night
preceding his apprehension: others
assert they actually took him Into
custody, a third class aver they sur
rounded the section of country In
which Carlisle was believed to be
and therefore are entitled to shares.
and still others declare they gave
the Information which led to Car-

lisle's apprehension.
