men with requisite medical troops.

Supplementing these tactical units
will be the 16 regiments of heavy
field artillery, strength 768 officers
and 21,104 men; eight aero squad-
rons, or one new squadron to each
two new infantry divisions; elgth
balloon companies, ten field hospi-
tals, ten ambulance companies, 22
field bakeries, six telephone battal-
ions, 16 pack companies,, six ammun-
ition trains and six supply trains.

In preparation for the enormous
task of training this great army, the
existing regular establishment and
the national guard is being brought
to full war strength. The regulars
when all five additional Increments
provided for in the national defence
act have been added will total 11,233
officers and 293,000 men of all arms.
Since April 1 nearly 50,000 recruits
have been obtained, bringing the
army up to nearly' 180,000.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 5.

The full strength of the first army
organized under the selective draft
bill will be 18,538 officers and 528.-60- 9

enlisted men, making up 18 war
strength divisions complete in every
arm and supplemented by 16 regi-
ments of heavy field artillery, equip-
ped with large calibre howitzers.

Conferees of the senate and house
hope to agree upon disputed feat-
ures today, so as to send the bill to
the president for his signature early
next week. .

Officers for the cavalry divisions
will be trained at all of the 16 offi-
cers training camps, which will open
within a few days with 40,000 pros-
pective officers under training.

Each Infantry division will ponsist
of nine full regiments of infantry,
three regiments of field artillery, one
regiment of cavalry, one regiment
of engineers, one division hospital
and four camp infirmaries. The to-

tal strenth of these 16 will be 15,022
officers and 439,092 men.

The two cavalry divisions combin-
ed will have 1214 officers and 32,062
fighting men including mounted en-

gineers and horse artillery units and
each w ill have also its divisional hos-

pital and camp infirmaries.
