Disadvantages of Exceaaiv Taxes.
The disadvantages of excessive taxes

at the outset of the war are aa follows:
1. ExcpmhIvo taxes on consumption

will cause popular resentment.
2. Excessive taxes .on Industry wlU

dlaarrange business,, damp enthusiasm
and restrict the spirit of enterprise at
the very time wheu the opposite is
needed.

S. Excessive taxes on lmtomes will de-

plete the surplus available for Invest-
ments and interfere with th placing at
the enormous loans which will be neces-
sary in suy event

4. Excessive taxes on wealth will
cause a serious diminution ot the In-

comes which are at present largely,
drawn upon for the support of educa-
tional and philanthropic enterprises.
Moreover, these sources of support
would be dried up precisely at the time
when the need would be greatest.

5. Excessive taxation mi the outaet of
the war will rsducs ths elasticity avail-ab- l

far ths incrsaaing demands that
are seen to cams.

Great Britain's Palioy.
Take Great Britain; as an example.

During the first year of the. war she
increased taxes oaly slightly, la ordet
to keep Industries going at top notch.
During the second, year she raised by
new taxes only it per cent, tif ber war
expenditures. - During, the . third year
she levied by additional taxes ovsr
snd above the pre-wa- r level) only
slightly more than 17 per cent, of ber
war expenses.

If we should attempt to do as much
in the first year of the war aa Great
Britain did In the third year It would,
suffice to raise by taxation $1,250,000,.
000. If, In order to be absolutely on
tbe safe side, It seemed advisable to
increase the sum to 1 1,300,000.000, this
should, In our opinion, be the maxi-
mum.

in considering tbe apportionment of
tbe extraordinary burden ot taxes In
war times ctrrtaiu scientific principles
are definitely established:

Hew Taxsa Sheuld Be Apportioned.
(1) The burden of taxes, must be

spread as far as possible over the
whole community so as to cause each
Individual to share la tbe sacrifices ac-

cording to bis ability to pay and ac-

cording to his share lu the Government.
(2) Tales on consumption, which sre

necessarily borne by tbe community st
large, should be Imjiosed as far as pos-
sible on articles of qnasi-luxur- y rather
than on those of necessity

(3) Excises should be imposed ss far
as possible upon commodities in the
hands of the final consumer rather
than upon the articles which serve pri-

marily as raw material for further
production.

(4) Taxes upon business , should be

Imposed as far as possible, upon net
earnings rather than upon gross

or capital Invested.
(3) Taxes upon Income which will

necesssrily be severe should be both
differentiated and graduated. That Is,
there should be a distinction between
earned and unearned Incomes and there
should be a higher rata upon the larger
Incomes. It Is essential, however, sot
to make tbe income rate so excessive
as to lead to evasion, administrative
difficulties, or to tbe more fundamental
objections which have been , urged
above.

(0) The excess profits which are due
to the war constitute the most obvious
snd reasonable source of revenue dur-

ing wsr times.- But the principle upon

LOANS BETTER THAN TAXES

Five Raasona Why Exeaaaiv Taxai at
th Outsat of War Are Disadvantage,
out Graat Britain Example WDrthy
of Emulation How the Taxaa Should
Ba Apportioned.

On May 23, 1017. the House of Rep-

resentatives passed au act "to provide
revenue to defray war expenses and
for other purposes." In the original
bill as presented by the Committee of
Ways and Means, the additional reve-
nue to be derived was estimated st

The amendment to the In-

come tax, which was tacked on to the
bill during the discussion In the House,
was expected to yield another J0,0uO.-00-

or $50,000,000.
Ia discussing the House bill, two

problems arise:
I. How much should be raised by

taxation?
II. In what manner should this sum

be raised?
I. Haw Much 8hould Ba Raised by

Taxation?
How was the figure of $1,800,000,000

arrived at? The answer Is shnple. When
the Secretary of the Treasury came to
estimate the additional war expenses
for the year 191718, be calculated that
they would amount to some $U,000,-000.00-

of which $3,000,000,000 waa 'to
be allotted to the allies, and $3.0HV
000,000 was to be utilized for the do
mestlc purposes. Thlnkliiff tbat It
would be a fair proposition to dlWde
this latter sum lietween loans and
taxes, he concluded that the amount
to be raised by taxes was $1,800,000,-000- .

There are two extreme theories, each
of which may be dismissed with scant
courtesy. The one is that all war ex-

penditures should be defrayed by loans,
and the other Is that all war expendi-
tures should be defrayed by taxes.
Kuoti theory Is untenable.

It Is Indeed true that the burdens of
the war should be borne by the pres-
ent rather than the future generation;
but this does not mean that they should
le borne by this year's taxation.

Meeting all war expenses by taxation
mukes the taxpayers In one or two
years bear the burden of benefits that
ought to be distributed at least over a
decade within the same generation.

In the second place, when expendi-
tures approach the gigantic suras of
present-da- warfare, the tax-onl- y pol-
icy would require more than the total
surolua of social income.

even now in the fourth year of the war
the income tax does not exceed 42

per cent.
It could easily be shown that a tax

with rates on moderate incomes) sub-

stantially less than in Great Britain,
and on the larger incomes about as
high, would yield only slightly less than
the 532,000,000 originally estimated in
the House bill.

It is to be hoped that tbe Senate will
reduce the total rate on the highest In-

comes to 84 per cent, or at most to 40

per cent, and that at tbe same time It
will reduce the rate on the smaller In-

comes derived from person al or profes-
sional earnings.

If the war continues ws shall hsvs ts
dspsnd mors and mors upon the in-

come tax. By Imposing exesssive ratss
now- we ars not only endangering the
future, but srs inviting sll manner of
difficulties which svsn Great Britain
haa been able to eaoaps.

Conclusion.
The House bill contains other fundv

mental defects which may te summed
up as follows :

(1) It pursues an erroneous principle
In imposing retroactive taxes.

(2) It selects sn unjust and unwork-
able criterion for tbe excess-profit-s tax.

(3) It proceeds to an unheard-o- f

height to the income tax.
(4) It imposes unwarranted burdens

upon tbe consumption of the commu-

nity.
(5) It is calculated to throw basinets

Into confusion by levying taxes on gross
receipts Instead of upon commodities.

(0) It falls to make a proper use of
stamp taxes.

(7) It follows aa ansclentlQc system.
In Its flat rate on Imports, i

(8) It includes a multiplicity of pet-- .

tyand unlucrative taxes, the relations,
ness of which Is out of all proportion to
tbe revenue the; produce..

The fundamental lines on which ths
House bill should he modified are sum-
med up herewith: .

(1) The smount of new taxation
should be limited to l,250,000,000--or

To do even this
would be to do more than, has ever
been done by any civilized Govern-
ment la time ot stress. ...

(2) The excess-profit- s tax based upon

The above program would be lu har-
mony with au approved scientific sys-
tem.

It will ob-
viate Interference with business and
