HEADQUARTERS OF WOMEN'S

AUXILIARY CORPS, Behind British
lines In France, August Women's
labor as a part of the British army
in France has now passed through its
trial stage and won the approval of
the army authorities.

In response to a question, "How
do the young women themselves like
active service?" the censors at Wo-

men's Headquarters have permitted
the Associated Press correspondence
to take extracts from a number of
nomewardbound letters written by
women now serving In France.

One girl writes ts bar brother; "We
are billeted In empty villages and
everything Is done for our comfort.
Army blankets and no sheets seemed
a little peculiar at first, but all idea
of sheets has now vanished from
or minds and we are developing an
affection for these warm army blan-

kets as a covering. The restrictions
are not at all formidable; in fact,
we are allowed more liberty than 1

personally expected, which Is saying
a great deal. Army rations may be
a little rougher than the food we have
been used to, but the quality and
