SCARCITY

MINERALS

EXPECTED

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Oct. 9. The Unit-

ed States boou will lace a grave
scarcity of certain minerals neces-

sary to the successful conduct of
the war unless the vast mineral de-

posits of the country are developed,
said W. U. Westervelt of New York,
chairman of the United States war

betort lhe America Inrtitute of
Mlnln" E,lglneer', ln sesslml in thl"
city.

Nitrates, essential to the manufac
ture of gun powder and high ex
plosive shells, are imported in small

quantities from South America, he
said, because of the shortage of
ships. Manganese, a mineral used
in hardening steel for armor plate
and shells, he said, is imported at the
expense of other necessary articles,
while vast deposits of the mineral
in Virginia, Arkansas and California
are undeveloped.

"Steps also must be taken at once
to Insure a sufficient supply of lead,
tin, mercury, mica and zinc neces-

sary to the successful prosecution
of the war," the speaker declared.

Other members of the war ma-

terials board also made patriotic
speeches before the convention at
the afternoon session, devoted to a

patriotic meeting. Members of the
board here for the convention are
Alfred G. White of the United States
bureau of mines, W. O. Hotehkiss.
