WASHINGTON, Nov. 16. All who

want to see the American merchant
fleet not only regain, but retain,
its former high position, among the
world's shipping are urged by the
national foreign trade council to co-

operate with the United States ship-

ping board in an effort to revise the
navigation laws so as to lift the
handicap from American vessels.

"The removal of all Inequalities
and injustices from the American
navigation system, enabling I Ameri-
can shipping to maintain itself upon
an equitably competitive basis with
other nations with due regard to

American standards ot living and
compensation, is absolutely essential
to the permanency of the forthcom-

ing rehabilitation of the American
merchant marine," asserts the foreign
trade council In a report and resolu-
tion submitted to. the shipping board.

The council urges "all who are in-

terested in Insuring the permanent
restoration of the American flag to
the recognized place it formerly held
in the carrying trade of the world
generously to with the
United States shipping board for the
purpose of securing the necessary re-

vision and amendment of the naviga

signed by James A. Farrell, chair-
man of the council nnd president
of the United States Steel corpora-

tion, and P. A. S. Franklin, presi-
dent of the International Mercantile
Marine company. Edward N. Hur-

ley, chairman of the shipping board,
is a member of the council.

The report shows that the program
of the shipping board covers the
construction and other acquisition of

2.300 vessels of a total dead weight
tonnage of nearly 14,000,000 tons.

The committee points out that the

experience of Great Britain has

proved that less than 60 per cent
of British foreign trade Is carried In

British bottoms.
"If the carriage of 60 per cent ot

American foreign trade in American
ships," says the committee, "would
render the United States reasonably
free from the necessity of employing
a foreign merchant marine for its
carrying trade,' the program of the
shipping board and emergency fleet
corporation at present under ex-

ecution would accomplish the desired
result.

"In 1S15," continues the report,
"1,871,543 tons of American shipping
carried 14.3 per cent, of

the total foreign commerce of the

United States. On this basis a fleet

of 13,100,801 tons would have been

required for the transportation of the
entire foreign commerce of the

country.

860,000 tons would do the propor-
tion of carrying of American foreign
trade that naturally would fall to
American ships. 'The present Ameri-

can program, that is calculated to

produce an aggregate of nearly four-

teen million tons of shipping within
two years will furnish, on this basis
of estimating, ample provision for
the carriage of the normal 60 per
cent of American foreign commerce
in American bottoms, with a liberal
surplus of American shipping for
participation in the carrying trade of

the rest of the world."
The report calls attention to the

fact that six months after the procla-
mation of peace the emergency pow
ers delegated to the president cease,
and that five years after the end of

the war all operation of merclrant
vessels by the emergency fleet cor
poration must cease. Thereafter the
shipping board "may sell, lease ot
charter" government vessels to pri-

vate citizens and it must not unaer-tak- e

operation of these vessels
through government agencies until
after a bona tide effort to secure
their operation through private en-

terprise has failed. The rpport con-

tinues:
"The question, when peace comes,

will be of operation rather than of

provision of more ships. The ship-

building industry of the country.
enormously stimulated by war condi
tions, will face curtailment rather
than further expansion. The huge
development for construction of

wooden ships, made possible only by
war and the ravages of the subma
rines, must be almost wholly aban
doned or reorganized for other serv
ices.

"When the government comes to
sell or charter the vessels of it mer-

chant fleet to private organizations
there will be the opportunity to ar-

range conferences In the different
trades, which will establish rate in

harmony with costs of operation and
at levels which will encourage the

growth of American trade with all

markets, fair to both shipper and

shipowner; control tonnage, Insuring
a sufficient supply for all require-
ments, and in general effect and
maintain a standardization of con-

ditions that will make for the suc-

cessful operation of the rehabilitated
American merchant marine. At the
same time sufficient supervision of

foreign bottoms may - be-- maintained

through control of clearance and by
other means to prevent undue ad-

vantage to foreign ships with regard
to American commerce."

AVOID EXTREMES.

OAKLAND, Cal., Nov. 15. A warn-

ing to avoid extremes In the con-

servation of food has been issued by
Mrs. W. E. Gibson, president of the
Frultvale Woman's club here. Mrs.

Gibson urges families not to figure
so closely and eat so sparingly that
thnlr health will be affected. She
states that such a course would be

far more dangerous than wasting
foodstuffs. She urges diet classes on
a wholesale scale In order that
families may be better advised as to
what to eat and what quantities to
serve.

Other branches of assistance to

the people take the form of a

traveling dispensary, the giving of

medical advice by the two women

doctors from Smith college who are
members of the squad, the foundation
of nurseries for the care of the
smaller Infants while their mothers
are working, and the establishment
of play rooms for the other chil-

dren.
The care of the children is one

of the most Important parts of the

girls' work. In the first place, the

little ones have to bo retaught to

play, for during the German occupa-

tion they were not allowed to do so

and in most cases had forgotten how

to amuse themselves In simple games.
It Is wonderful how soon they learn
under the American girls" encourage-

ment and leadership. Then the

neglected little ones are taken In

hand and taught the value of clean-

liness and neatness. For the wom-

en much help Is provided in the way

of sewing classes and instruction in

modern hygiene.

WOULD SAVE STOCK.

1IOZEMAN, Mont., Nov. 15. The

cattle and sheep Interests of Mon-

tana, which have been hit by the
recent unprecedented dry spell, are
being urged not to slaughter their
valuable breeding stock, but to sell
it to stock raisers of other stales
where grazing is plentiful. The
Montana State College of .Agricul-
ture, which Is located here, has start-

ed a campaign to save this stock
for breeding purposes, even if the
state has to cut down a trifle on Its
meat supply.

The nutionul livestock commission
has been asked to help the movement

along, especially in regard to gov-

ernment grazing lands. It Is staled
that holders of national forest graz-

ing permits have about 10,000 breed-

ing cows and 110,000 breeding ewes
that are being offered for sale this
full. Every effort will be made to
have this stock sold in states where

they may continue to breed.
