STRANGE FOSSILS JELL

OF POLIOCENE HIES

Illy Associate I'raaa.)
BERKELEY, Cal., Dec. 17. The

past history of Europe and Asia, in

the Pliocene age, has
at last been more closely linked up
with that of America. The clock
time for the Pliocene period has now

been regulated ny Prof. John C. Mer-ria-

of the University of California,

by comparing the extinct animals
ot the old world with the extinct

horses, camels, rhinoceroses, bears,
hyenas, elephants and tigers he has
discovered in the rocks of Mount
Diablo, the region west of Tulare

Lake, on the Mojave desert, and else-

where in California and in Nevada,
Oregon, Washington and Idaho. Pro-

fessor Merriam maintains that ex-

tinct HIpparion horses, which in
Pliocene times roamed the valleys
of California, must have crossed over
to Asia by an old land bridgo, now

sunk beneath the sea, because their
descendants flourished later in the
old world, as proved by the presence
of HIpparion horses in the Schansl
and Honan beds of China, in the
Pikermi beds of Greece, and in the

Maragha beds of Persia. So, also,
the rhinoceroses of the Dliok Puthan
beds of India descended from the
same ancestors as the Teleoceras
rhinoceroses found in the Rattlesnake
beds in Central Oregon and in the
Thousand Creek beds of Northwest-e-

Nevada.
In California exists a monument

of the whole Pliocene age, unbroken
and complete, such as has been dis-

covered nowhere else In the world.
This is the Etchegoin-Tular- e beds,
a single group of deposits on the
western border ot the San Joaquin
valley, In which is paralleled the
whole history of the Pliocene age in

Europe, Asia and the whole of

America. These Etchegoin-Tular-

beds are more than ten thousand feet
in thickness. This means that they
represent so vast a stretch of time
that the waste of erosion was washed
down into the sea until this water- -

carried material had piled up to a

depth of ten thousand feet.
