WASHINGTON, Jan. 12. Possible

reduction in the number of railroad

employes under government operation
was touched upon yesterday at the
house Interstate commerce commit-

tee's hearing on the administration's
railroad bill, Julius Krutt.schnltt,
chairman of the board of the South-

ern Pacific railroad, who said he
spoke tor the American Hallway as-

sociation, voiced serious objection to

any pruning of lists of employes on

the ground that It would seriously
affect the organization of the lines
and mean disarrangement when the

properties are turned back to their
owners after the war.

Chairman Sims asked about the
feasibility of eliminating some of the
solicitors employed by the roads, par-

ticularly those whose dutlxs are to
seek pussenger business. Mr. Krutt-scbult- l

said the men who solicit

passenger business also look after
freight and therefore he did not
believe any considerable number of

them could be dispensed with.
Some of the twenty-on- e passenger

trains running botween Omaha and
Chicago, the witness thought, could
be taken off and the men engaged
on them given employment In the

freight service. Ho was opposed, how-

ever, to any changes that would

throw men out of employment.
Mr. KruttBchnitt again voiced his

objection to the proKsed basis of

compensation to the roads, saying
he believed the return should be

based on what the roads were earn-

ing at the time they were taken
over. He suggested that no later
tnan six months after peace is de-

clared would be long enough for

government control.
Before the senate committee on

interstate commerce, Commissioner
Anderson estimated that maturities
of railroad securities In 1918 and
1919 would amount to $450,000,000.
It was not to be assumed that the
government was to take care of this,
he said, but the "revolving fund"
of $600,000,000 provided In the bill
was to cover financing that might
be necessary.
