due.

Blank forms niuy be obtained from
collectors of internal revenue or
from revenue officers, who are visit-

ing every county in the United
States to assist taxpayers in mak-

ing out their returns. The services
of these experts are offered without
cost. The location of their offices
may be obtained on Inquiry from col-

lectors, banks or postmasters. The
return must be filed with the col-

lector of internal revenue of the
district in which the taxpayer lives
or has his place of business.

LONDON, March 2. Some of the

hardships experienced by the Brit-

ish forces in Palestine are described
in a letter received here from a
priest. The letter, written shortly
before the fall of Jerusalem, tells of
a day early In November, when a
camel convoy from Beersheba was
unable to reach the men then fight
ing for the deliverance of the Holy

City from the Turk.
"There was a hot wind blowing,"

wrote the priest. "A tumbler full
of water was left In my bottle,
which I divided between four offi-

cers whose Hps were split and cov-

ered with a green slime. That after-
noon I had a burial service, and,
literally I could not articulate with-

out keeping my band to my mouth

turned into a barrack for Austrian

prisoners. Two years ago King
Victor Emanuel and Queen Elena
gave the huge royal palace on the

Qulriuat hill in Rome for use as
a hospital, and lately they even

gave their own private apartmeuta
to refugee children.

Among the buildings belonging to
the Catholic church loaned for the
same purpose by order of Pope
Benedict is the monastery of St.

Anselm, on the Aventine hill.

The American Red Cross has rec-

ommended the housing of refugees
in specially built huts, as these

palaces are unfitted for the homes
of poor or working people.

where power-drive- machines are

used, yet railroads claim that the
rouadhouses are sot under the law.

In New York state the shops are
considered under the federal law,

but the roundhouses where the wom-

en are employed as engine dispatch-

ers are not so lncludod."

Women first were employed In

any number of the railroads about
a year ago. Miss Gold mark said, at
the instance of the railroad war
(ward. They were put In clerical

positions experimentally, but their
use has been extended until now

they are In the freight yards, sect-

ion gangs, shops and roundhouses.
While much of the work Is suitable
to them, many occupations Involve

heavy physical strain and other
haiards. Miss Goldmark doubted
the advisability of employing wom-

en on section gangs for work out of
doors In all conditions of weather
md without proper attention to their
physical welfare.

"In order that there shall be no
wasteful use of labor and to reduce
the turnover," she recommended, "It
Is Important to make an investigation
and standardize the work for which
women may be employed before their
numbers Increase. One railroad em-

ployes 400 on one division and an-

other has a total of 1,517 women
workers."

Miss Qoldmark declared white
women were lifting weight of aa
much as fifty pounds in work as
drill press operators.

"Are women used in England in

th same occupations or In harder
work?" asked Secretary Lane, chair-

man of the commission.
"They are used in England in the

operation of street railway services
tnd also as station agents and In

other work In connection wtth the
operation of trains and In shops,"
Miss Goldmark said.
