LONDON, May 24. (Correspond-

ence of the Associated Press) "The

British farmer is the most skilful

agriculturist in tne world," said the
Duke of Marlborough in an interview
here, discussing the new income tax
measures directed againRt the farm-

ing classes.
"The war period ha brought out

the value and virtues of the British
farmer as never before," continued
the duke. "The farmer Las lost his
skilled men, and the difficulties due
to the war have made his pursuit
more and more Irksome, but he has
made a supreme effort and the re-

sults have exceeded all expectations."
The duke declared that

of the farmer would be a great
national dlsairter. "The farmer is not
a profiteer," he explained. "In my

opinion, profiteering as applied to

agriculture does not and never has
existed in this country. Those who

accuse the farmer of profiteering
have little or no knowledge of con-

ditions. Labor, feeding stufrs and

machinery have all advanced in a

manner out of all proportion to the
extra profits reaped by the farmer

Today the farmer's et margin ct

profit on his Investment does not ex-

ceed ten or twelve per cent.
"The question Is, what does the

government consider a legitimate
profit for a man who stakes the
whole of his capital on(an Industry In

which he also expends the whole of

his labor and abilities? If the gov-

ernment will fix that percentage,
and the farmer's profits are In ex-

cess of that sum, then he may be
accused of profiteering, but not till
then.
