GUIDE WOUNDED

Hit ANWOflfttfll l'rMft)
PARIS, Sept. 27. The American

Red Cross has just taken steps to
overcome one of the greatest hard-
ships suffered by the American sol-
diers during a battle. Many men in
the course of an action receive slight
wounds which render them incapable
of continuing in the ranks and they
are at once sent to the nearest dress-
ing station on foot if they are able
to walk.

Everything on a modern battle
field Is generally turned Into an un-

recognizable heap by the terrific ar- -

unery lire wmcn precedes an as-

sault and the wounded, whose nerv-
ous systems are rapidly sapped by
pain and loss of blood, have diffi-

culty In finding their way back over
the ground they have stormed.

To alleviate the suffering of the
wounded boys, the American Red
Cross is furnishing thousands of
small signs made of white cloth with
a arge red cross at one end and a
red arrow at the other to Indicate
the direction which the wounded
men must take. These signs are to
be fixed to trees, bushes, posts or
other objects in the wake of ad-

vancing troops, and even laid on the
ground when no other method Is at
hand.

Army officers have told the Red
Cross officials that these markers
will probably save the lives of a
large numler of men and avoid
grave consequences to many, as the
seriousness of any wound depends
greatly on the prompt treatment It
receives.

I find that tonight is another nig'it
and, if I am not bothered with the
elements, I will try at last to finish
this and get It off. The friend of

old lady let us eat in her kitchen
away from the flies and dust and
sun, and with that she washes our
mess kits as well as our clothes. We
also buy four quarts of milk a day,
some jam and fruit and fromage,
which is nothing else than cheese.

"The days here are very hot, and
at night with all equipment that
we have to carry around one would
wonder how we stand it.
