There
is no truth in any of them. At pres-

ent the most popular victims of these

Although the

newspapers have repeatedly printed
a denial of the rumor that either
Ruth Law or Madame Schumann-Hein-

has been arrested as a Ger-

man spy, Inquiries about their sup-

posed arrest come to the committee
on public Information by wire or let-

ter daily. It seems that the rumor 's
passed on but the contradiction Is

not. The rumor is existing. It s

news. The denial of it is a sort of

spoil sport. Although this story
about Edison Is purely ridiculous and

although the news of his arrest
would have been printed on the first

page of every newspaper in the

world, there will be always some one

foolish enoiiEh to repeat the rumor

and e it. Fortunately such

rumors do no 'great harm and serve

to keep foolish credulity from get

ting Into worse mischief.
