Theodore Roosevelt was born in
New York October 7. lS.'.S He wss
educated privately and at Harvard,
from which he graduated in 1XS0

Then for a year he traveled in Eu-

rope and in 1881 published his flrnl
book: "The Naval War of 1812."
which was characterized as all his

subsequent works by creditable re
search, general accuracy and vigor-
ous statement. He came into politics
as a champion of civil service prin-

ciples. In the autumn of 1881 he
was elected to the state assembly ot
New York from th Slat district wa4

States civil service commission Pur--

ing his six years of incumbency he
tried to apply the tes.t of merit to all
executive positions with the result
that the. commission assumed an im-
