Each was a law unto
itself, answerable only to the gov-
ernor. This system tended natural-
ly toward inefficiency and extrava-
gance, of course, it was im-

possible for the governor to super-
vise in any effective way these dif-

ferent agencies. Of late years it

has been the fashion, when the
stiite Ikis taken on some new func-

tion of government, to create a

board or commission to discharge
that function. I'laces on such boards
and commissions were very much
sought after, because it was not

expected that the members of these
boards and commissions were very
much sought after, because it was
not expected that the members of
these hoards or commissions would

give all their time to the state serv-

ice. In fact, in very many instances
they were not expected to give any
substantial part of their time to the
state service, and could therefore
carry on their private business at
the same time.

Wasteful System.
"This seemed to me an expensive

Upon examination it was found that
these 12" or more agencies nat-

urally grouped themselves under
nine heads. We, therefore, abolished
ajl these independent boards, com-

missions, and officials, save only
those boards which exercised quasi-Judici-

or legislative authority.
"Instead of putting boards and

commissions at the heads ot these
departments, we put individuals.
This was upon the theory that It

is individuals who do things, and
uot boards or commissions. A

board may be desirable for legisla-
tive or judicial powers, or as an

advisory body. In practice, how-

ever, it is the individual always who

takes the Initiative. Hence, an In-

dividual was put at the head of each
of these departments, and we called
him director of the department It
