If published in a daily uuwspaper,

such statement shall be published for a period of one week, or If published in a semi-weekl- y of

newspaper, for a period of two weeks; or if published in a weekly newspaper for a

period of four weeks.
SUCTION 2 The secretary of the company publishing the statement shall file a copy with the assessor ot

each county of the State of Neada, iu which said company is doing business

SECTION 4 Any district attorney In the sta-t- is competent to sue to recover the penalty, or the attorney

general. The first county suing through its district attorney sliall secure the penalty, and It no

su:t is brought for the penalty by any district attorney the State shall have the riht to recorer

through its attorney general.
