WASHINGTON, May 15. To the

memory of the soldiers and sailors
who fought the battles of the United
States In all wars, a great Memorial

amphitheater was dedicated today in

Arlington National cemetery.
The dedicatory exercises were under

the auspices of the Grand Army of

the Republic to whose efforts credit
is given for the inception of the me-

morial and for 18 years of work for
it.

The great structure of white mar-

ble, built by the government at a
cost of $825,000 stands in the south
ern part of Arlington National Ceme-

tery. Near it are the Maine Memo-

rial, where the battleship Maine's
fighting top stands sentinel over the
graves of the men who lost their
lives Vhen the vessel was sunk In

Havana foarbor, and the Confederate
Memorial, surrounded by the graves
of southerners. Besides commanding
a view of the cemetery', the memorial
overlooks the Potomac river and the

city of Washington. It contains a

chapel ni seats 5,000 people.
Fifty-si- x years ago yesterday Ar-

lington National cemetery was first
used when President Lincoln person-

ally witnessed the burial there of 12

soldiers who died In the hospital on

the Arlington estate abandoned by
Oeneral Rozert E. Lee's family at the
beginning of the civil war and bought
d.v the United States at a tax sale for
hospital purposes. Pater the govern-
ment paid the Lee heirs $150,000.
Soldiers' Home cemetery was filled
and Quartermaster General Meigs,
with President Lincoln's consent, or-

dered the soldiers buried In Arling-
ton. That was the beginning of Ar-

lington National cemetery which has
become one of the shrines ot the s

soldier and sailor dead.
The Arlington Memorial Amphithea-

ter is said to be the only memorial
of its kind in the world, monuments
and memorials of all klnd having
teen erected to generals and other
lenders, but none heretofore has been
erected to the soldiers and sailors
who fought all the battles of the
country.

'ogn and coastwise shipping out of
Portland, demoralized during the war,
is rap iliy being restored and the port
s report eil to lie well on its way to-

ward realization of the gain that ap-

pealed inevitable as a result of the
opening of the Panama canal route.

Betore the war Portland had a
Hump steamship service running
i'bout l.'o steamers a year, besides a

vary ns number of sailing craft, two
Suez canal steamer services via the
Orient, the Royal Mail Steam Packet
con puny and the Hamburg-American- ,

and occasional calls by three other
Lr.es operating thnf.igh the Panama
canal to European ports

In the inlercoast service. Portland
had the American-Hawaiia- and or
rasional ships from other companies
In the coastwise service there were
wo strong passenger and fieigiit

lines operating between Portland and
San Francisco, and three steam
schooner lines handling freight

The offshore lines, being controlled
by belligerents, all disappeared during
lie' war. The intercoast service alio
was absolutely stopped.

Inri'.ediati'ly after the close of lios
lilttit-- , this community started upon
an r'sistent campaign to restore its
shiipi.ig Today the port has seven
teen -- teamship connections.
