The league of nations pi. ink

says: The republican party stands
for an agreement among the na-

tions to preserve the peace of the

erty in all international rights of

every American citizen, and should

require proper respect for the Am-

erican flag, but we snojii m equ-

ally careful to maintain Just regard
for the rights of other nations, and
subject to due regard for our in-

ternational obligations. We should,
leave our country free to develop
its civilization along the line most
conductive to the hppines.i i t.;i wel-

fare of the people and to cast its

The ineffective policy of the pres-

ent administration in Mexico matten

For another 230 feet south from

these workings the vein lias been de-

veloped to a depth of 50 fed by sev-

eral shafts to a point where the vein
is cut off by a fault and thrown west-

ward to a new uac'cwici; d position
on the property.
