FOURTH Vve have actually discovered oil signs f.t three
different horizons, er.ch approximately three to seven hundred
feet in vertical depth apart. We have also indirect figns of
the presence of oil in the vicinity, furnished at different points
by the dykes impregnated witih petroleum matter.

FIFTH Which all goes to show that we have an area at
least twenty-fiv- e nilea long, by "twelve to fifteen miles in
width, favorable for oil exploitation.

It remains now to select places most favorable for drilling.We may say generally that the whole area is favorable for
such undertakings--

. We have only to choose the spots or
area as seem from geological grounds best suited. The most
favorable locations in a gereral way are the arena covered
by the Anticlines or Synclines, and of these the Anticlined
either on the top or axis or on the slopes are preferred

About five miles east of the Chiatovioh Ranch and extend-
ing northerly from the Kennedy Ranch to Spring Gap would
be about the center of tho oil zone which seems to be the
most promising.
