The West End mill volunteer fire

company laid a line of hose from

the rear of tho mill and was the

first to get a Ftream of water on

the burning structure, which pre-

vented the spread of the flames to

the long row of frame houses south
of the burning house. The Tono-pa- h

fire department had two lines
of hose playing on tho flames, and
with the West End stream, soon

subdued the flames.

PATIENTS MAKE

IS NEEDED BY

DAYTON, Ohio, July 8 Years of

effort to cut down the comparatively
high cost of commercial aviation
will be realized, officials of the Dayton--

Wright Airplane company be-

lieve, with, the patenting of a new
wing, invented by an employe of
the company. Patents now are pend-
ing In Washington.

The wing will be controlled by the
pilot, and In coming to earth can
be ao manipulated that it will arch,
much aa a blrd'a wing, enabling a

practically undevlating glide to
earth, Instead of flying at various
levels before alighting, it is stated.
Pending Its patents the company is

disclosing nothing further regard-
ing the nature .of the Invention.

The new wing, according to Col-

onel V. E. Clark, chief engineer of
the company, will make possible a
reduction in cost, by increasing the
carrying capacity of any plane upon
which it is Installed by more than
300 per cent. The same wing area
and the same low speed In landing
are retained, tie said.

This will be accomplished, Col-

onel Clark said, by increasing the

company expect it to revolutionize
commercial flying. In addition to

increasing the carrying capacity of
a plane, the wing. Colonel Clark
said, will make it possible to de-

crease the landing speed by 30 per
cent, if the same load is carried
ai With ordinary wings, and increase
the flying speed by 2u per cent, car-yin- g

the same load.
Most of the danger of landing

will be eliminated, he said, and a
llier will be enabled to land safely
in a small field, now one of the most
difficult things to accomplish In

cross-countr- y flying.
Another saving that should be re-

flected in the freight cost, he added,
is that landing fields will not have
to bo as large, for in keeping the
same loud as with ordinary wings,
a flier may get into a field one-tent- h

as large. Small municipalities, he
pointed out, could better afford to

establish such fields-

Increasing the carrying capacity
of a plane will be accomplished,
Colonel Clark said, by adding to the
total weight of the plane, hence giv-

ing more poundage room for i.
load.

A plane that ordinarily has a ca-

pacity of lOfirt pminds for fuel and
load, with the new wings may take
on 4200 pounds.
