Reasons For Oil Basin.

"The elevation or buckling of the

Sierra Nevada mountains made two

slopes or drainage incllnns, one to

the west and one to the east. On

the western slope, in Fresno and

Kern sounties, California, oils have

been found. If the conditions were

the same before the Sierra uplift,

and if they have been the same

since, we can expert to find oil

upon the eastern slope as well as

upon the western. However, this one

condition alone would not be enough

if other condition did not also

offer favorable indications, but the

question of drainage, if It was not

favorable, might upset all the others

and play an Important part In de-

ciding the location ot oil deposits.
