Invited to an outdoor entertain-

ment to bring their own re-

freshments with them. A list
rf what wtis considered nec-

essary would he made out and

passed around among the

guests, and each person would

agree to furnish a certain por-

tion of the repast, the name of

each article being then crossed,

or nicked, off the list. For this
reason, this form of what the
French refer tn as fete Cham-petr- e

hecame knnwn as a
referring to the

selection or picking of the
various articles and the cross-

ing them off upon the card,
and, through the usual contrac-

tion, the central word was

dropped and the term shortened
to "picnic."
