EMPLOYMENT DEPENDS

MUCH ON TARIFF

Estimates based on reports re-

ceived by the United States employ-

ment bureau show that in the last

three months more than 600.000 in-

dividuals have been put back to

work. In January only 3S per cent

of applicants for employment were

placed. Latest reports show that this

has increased 62 per cent.
It is not believed tha' the situa-

tion will be materially improved,

however, over present conditions un-

til a permanent tariff Is enacted.

Hecause of the tremendous influx of

foreign goods which are being sold

in this country at prices less than

'lny can he made here, a great num-

ber of American industries are

ciosed down completely a great

many more are running only part
Mne i:h a partial force; while even

a greater number are reluctant to

make any plans for Increase of out-

put, and therefore increase of force,
until they know upon what basis
l hey are going to have to meet for-

eign competition. The lack of a per-

manent protective tariff is the great
est single factor now balking Indus- -

trial improvement in the industrial
world with its attendant increase in

employment.
The slack in unemployment that

is generally taken up in summer

months by the agricultural industry
will not be so large a factor this
