What Machine
Government Is
Costing Nevada

In seven years the annual cost of conducting Nevada's state gov

ernment has more than doubled. It has increased from $741,632.84 in

1914 to the enormous sum of $1,650,639.47 m 1921, an Increase of

$909,006.63.

The increase alone is vastly more than the entire operating ex-

penses of the state in 1914.

During the entire period the state government has been under

complete and continuous Democratic control.

It is a record of expenditure paralleled by no state and according

to the U. S. census department it has made the per capita cost of state

government in Nevada the highest of any in the Union.

The following tabulations, taken from the official reports of the

State Controller, show the total expenditures made by the state of Nevada

since 1911, the first year of the Oddie (Rep.) administration (funds col-

lected by the state for support of county schools are not included) :

Where is it to stop? In eight years the cost of the state govern-
ment has increased 122 per cent in spite of the fact that within that
period the population of the state has declined. And from 1914 to 1921
the bonded indebtedness of the state has increased from $680,000.00 to

expenditures have been made for the construction of highways and for
the support of the educational institutions.
