Sudden Death. From the record in

Judge Witlierell's Court (who Acted as
Coroner ad interim in fhe case), we learn
of the following j,rttculars relating to
the sudden deuth on Tmla-- , near the
Summit Company's camp, of a
man named Henry Holz : One Joseph
Crompton, being first duly sworn, de-

poses and sriys : I live ttt or near the
summit. I was not acquainted with the
deceased until lust Tuesday. We all live
at the Summit Flume Company's camp,
and all went up together to work there
for said compiuiy, hist Tuesday. I last
saw him alive about 400 yards below the
camp. We left tsitmp about half-pa- st 9
o'clock on the morning of the l(Jth of
March to go to the store of Davis & Gil!-so- n.

Deceased and I left together to go
there. When we were about 400 yards
from the can.p deceased said he would
go back. (He had been sirk and laying
off for a dav or two.) 1 went alone to
the station and staved until about 11

o'clock and then went back. I fonnd
the body about twenty yards from where
1 left mm iiirthrr toward tue lamp
He was Iving itvtbe road, on his knees,
with his bead down, and was black in
the face. I went down to the ramp for
help, and came back and took his body
into camp. I saw no marks of violence
on bis person. Heury Miller
swore that he knew the deceased some
vears ago on Sutter Creek, Cal. ; that
lie worked awhile last Spring in the
Crown Point mine ; that he had worked
as a section hand on the V. T. K. II.,
and that deceased toKl him he drank too
much while at Gold Hill. ' Never saw
him drink at the Summit camp. He
was 37 or 38 years old. Was a single
man, with one brother in Jackson, Am-
ador county, Cal. The jury summoned
to hold an inquest on the body of the
deceased, found that he was a native of
Prussia, and that he died of heart disease
or some other uiiki.owu cause.
