and came to a knowledge that his
favorite pipe was cone when, a few me
incuts later he put his hand into his
waistcoat pocket and felt in vain for the
6.tme. Counsellor Luvies, witu tne cun
ning of adroit cross questioning sought
in vain to puncture and Piplode this
short but moving tale. Mr. Towers had
lost his pipe in an unaccountable man
ner from his waistcoat ; he had found it
in the possession of Mons. Patinaud
Patinaud had failed to account for his
possession of it, and had declined to give
it up. The inevitable inference in Mr.
Powers' mind was that Patinaud had
come into the possession of that instru
ment feloniously. This was in substance
the case for the prosecution. We, the
people, rested here.
