inches deep; continued all day and

night, fell about two feet; still snow-

ing and blowing very hard, fell
about 12 inches; nest day blowing
harder than ever aud the snow fell
about 14 inches; cleared off about
noon. The storm lasted four days
and nights. The snow averaged 5

feet in the valley, and in many places
it is 10 feet deep. All the time it
was storming the mercury ranged
from 28 to 30. It cleared off very
cold and the mercury fell that night
to 16 degrees below zero, the coldest
this year. I think the. snow on the
summit is about 8 feet deep. This
place is b miles east of the summit.
I have been up in these mountains a

great many years, but I never saw so
much snow fall during one storm
when the wind was blowing so hard;
but I suppose the wind wanted a
baud iu it as it is the first time it has
turned loose this winter. There
will be plenty of water in the river
next summer if we get our usual
amount of snow in February aud
March. Now is the time for sport
on snow hboes. The fences, rocks
and brush are all covered up. I have
bad my snow hordes stabled all
winter, but I am going to give them
a little exercise down the canyon iu
the morning. They may be a little
bronco and bu.'k.

They toiled along, made
locations and developwl the ledge,
but Gould was unfortunate in his

claims, and to day be is over sixty
and without means for his support.
The petition was signed by some of
the best citizens of Virginiaand Car-

son, hut was reported unfavorably
on by the committee. It vim held
that "the Legislature had no power to

grant such a bill, and it it were done
then twenty other old pioneers would
make a similar request. Of course
the ComsUwk lodo has done more
for Nevada than all the other re-

sources combined, and the discover
era tthould he benefitted iu every
manner possible, but the persous to

give a pittance to the poor prospec-
tors are those who have become mil-

lionaires on the Coaistock. The
State has no right to pay a pension
to Gould, but the bonanza kings
should give him one which will
make him independent for life. Sir.
Gould is an honest old man and we

hope that on the Couistock he will
have better success than he is likely
to have among the legislators at the
Capitol.
