Anthony (sarcastically) I suggest that this
is one of the few instances in which the use
of the military has not been prohibited.

Anthony then inquired whether the Senator
from Tennessee (Harris) would have the Sergea-

nt-at-Arms intrude into the chambers of
Senators and take them by force

Harris repliod that no Senator had a right
to be absent from the transaction of public
business. If he did so without leave the
Senate had power under the Constitution and
rules to compel attendance, and if this re-

quired the invasion of his residence the power
should be exercised.

Eaton thought it was not proper to single
out a Senator in this way. It would be bet-

ter to make a general order to enforce the at-

tendance of all Senators able to be here.
Harris agreed with Eaton and moved to

amend Morgan's resolution accordingly.
Kernan expressed his belief that none of

the Senators who had not yet arrived intended
to defy the Constitution or this body.

Ihurman Such a thing as breaking in a
door aud dragging a Senator here would be in

expressibly disgraceful, and he shrunk with
horror from the idea. Although he thus be
lieved there was practically no power to en
force the rule in question, and although he
did not believe the Senate would gaiu any
time for the proper transaction of pubiic busi
ness by continuing the present proceedings.
he nevertheless felt that as the euort to obtain
a quorum had been pushed thus far it should
be completed.

Voorhees deprecated any further efforts to
bring Senators to attend to their duties, and
remarked he had never known a more con
temptible farce.

AND THE WOODBURN BILL.

The Silver State, which paper has been
dealing some effective blows in behalf of the
people irr this railway warj comments as f.l
lows upon the Committee of Fourteen and
the Woodburn bill:
'" ' The Legislature some time since appointed
a joint Committee of fourteen composed of
on member from each county in the State,
to consider all bills relating to railroads, and
report a bill regulating fares and freights on
the same. "As soon as the Committee was or
ganized the railroad agents went to work to
capture it, and . the course of the Committee
indicates that they have succeeded in doing
so. The Committee of Fourteen is almost as
important and powerful a body as the Elko
Grand Jury, which protested against the re-

duction of freights, and, as great bodies nove
slowly, the Committee devoted considerable
time to deliberation. Honest men there
are some of that class, strange as it seems
in the Legislature began to think that the
Committee had no intention of reporting any
of the bills which had been referred to it
and moved that the Committee be requested
to report forth with. A motion of this kind
made in the Assembly by Mr. Melarkey of
Humboldt was promptly voted down, but it
had the effect of stirring up the Fourteen,
who finally met last Saturday evening to take
action on what is known as the "woodburn
bill' to regulate fares and freights on the
Virginia and Truckee railroad. This bill had
been carefnlly prepared after the officers of
the road and citizens of Storey county had
been heard on the question of fares and
freights. Twelve of the "Gallant Fourteen"
were present at the meeting, and, according
to the Carson Appeal, one of them, Comins
of White Pine, moved to report the bill back
to the House with the recommendation that
it do not pass. Boardinan, of Washoe, moved
to amend by recommending the passage of
the bill- - The motion to amend was lost, and
the original motion was carried, all the mem
bers of the Committee voting for it except
Boardinan and W llliams. Senator Thomp
son was a member of the Committee of Four
teen, ami was present ana voted against rec
ommending the passage of the bill. He, of
course, does not behove the merchants of
this State when they say the freight charges
are exorbitant and ask for relief from rail
road extortion. The Legislature is not bound
to abide by the report of the Committee, and
leteat the bill, but untortunatelv there are

too many members who, on the flimsiest kind
of a pretext, will vote against that or any
other bill to reduce fares and freights, and
the report ot the Uommittee gives them a
loop hole to crawl through. It is remarkable
that men, who as candidates denounce monop
olios and proclaim themselves the people's
champions, should, as legislators, pay mere
attention to the whisperings of an agent of
those monopolies than to the cries for relief
of a whole community.

ASSEMBLYMAN LYONS'S BILL.

Herewith we present the bill introduced
nto the Assembly by Hon. Dan Lyons of

Storey County :

An Act Kelatin' to ulro;vla the iorniim
of Which are in the .State of Nevada.

1 lie people ot the Ntate ot JNevada repre
ont.u in Jvu.'iU- - and Assemoiy do enact as

follows:
(Section 1. iNo individual, company or

corporation, owning or managing u r;tilro:id
the termini of which are within the State of
Nevada, shall charge a greater or higher rate
for the transportation of passengers or freight
between any points, places or localities within
this State, than six (0) cents per mile for each
passenger over the age of twelve years, with
ordinary baggage, not exceeding one hnndred
pounds in weight, and for each passenger of
the age of twelve years or under not exceed
ing three (3) cents per mile, and ten (10)
cents per mile lor each ton ol freight ot two
thousand pounds.

Sec. 2. No individual, company or cor
noration. owning or managing a railroad the
termini of which are within this State, shall
charge, collect or receive for the transporta-
tion of passengers or freight of any descrip-
tion, a higher rate of toll or compensation
than is charged, collected or received for the
transportation in the same direction of any
passenger or like quantity and class of freight
over a greater distance ot the same railroad;
nor in any way discriminate iu the rates upon
freight between any person or corporation and
another person or corporation, either by
special rates or rebateuieut or repayment of
charges.

Sec. 3. It shall be unlawful tor any indi
vidual, company or corporation, owning or
managing any railroad the termini ot which
are within this state, to reiuse to receive,
carry or deliver any la fui, proper or custom:

ary freight or passengers at any station, depot
or side track now existing or which may here-

after be established on the line of such rail
road.

Sec- - 4. Any individual, company or cor
poration, owning, operating or managing any
railroad the termini of which are in this State,
or any agent of such individual, compay or
corporation, who shall violate or attempt to
violate or evade any of the provisions ot this
Act shall be declared guilty of a misdemeanor,
and upon conviction thereof shall pay a fine
of two thousand ($2,000) dollars, and in ad-

dition thereto there shall be a recovery of five
hundred ($500) dollars to be paid to the in
former.

Sec. 5. All Acts or parts of Acts in con
flict with the provisions of this Act are here-

by repealed.
This is in all respects a fair bill and de

serves the consideration oi tne legislature.
It is an abbreviation aud modification of the
Woodburn bill.

AGAIN THE "MORNING APPEAL'
PRESENTS ITS RAILROAD BILL.

Mow that it teems only too evident that the
'Woodbutti Bill is not acceptable to the House
. Assembly ; now that the Gastoii Dill sleeps
the long sloep of asphyxiation at the hands of

the Committee on" Railroads ; new, iildoed,
that railway" legislation' (re'ganfihg the local

roads), has 'been brought to a standstill, we

respectfuITy submit to ' the Legislature the

fallowing, which' has already been laid before
the legislative and newspaper-readin- g public.
There yet remain seven working days. (one
less than it took to make the whole world), in
which to pass this bill; and if it be acted

upon with promptitude it may yet be passed :

An Act supplemental to, and amendatory of,

an Act entitled ' An Act to provide for the xn

corporation of railroad companies, and the
management thereof, and other matters tetatintj
thereto, approved March HZ, lboi, tmd amend
ed February 21, 1SG9, February 9, 1S71, and
February 21, 1871, and whenever (if so be) at
ftfttcr times amended.

The people of the State of Nevada, repre
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows :

Section 1. From and after the First day
of Aur.l A. D. 1879. it shall be unlawful for
any railroad company doing business in this
State, and in any manner subject to the laws
taereof,' to demand, exact, charge or take,
either directly or indirectly, on any article or
articles of frmght, whatsoever, or whitherso
ever or to whomsoever consigned, directed or
addressed and placed upon their cars for trans
rortation and delivery, in excess or o per
cent, of the rates for such transportation and
delivery charged, demanded, maintained, ex-

acted or taken by such company during the
period of time beginning September 1 and
ending November 31, A. D. 1878; and it
a all be unlawful for auy railroad company as

aforesaid, to refuse or neglect to receive any
article or articles of freight otFered or pre-
sented to its agents, or to fail through delay

r procrastination to transport and deliver the
same with customary diligence and expedition
Ut or toward the place of delivery of such
article or articles of freight.

Sec. 2. Section 51 of "An Act to provide
for the incorporation of railro-v- companies,
auJ the management of the affairs thereof,
and other matters related thereto," approved
March 22,' lSWi, is hereby amended so as to
read as follows: Section Fifty-on- e It shall
be' unlawful for any railroad company doing
business within this State to charge, exact,
demand or take more than five cents per mile
for each passenger moved,' transported or car-
ried on or over its road.

Sec. 3. All lines, parts, words and sen-

tences in said section 51, save as amended iu
section 2 of this Act, are hereby repealed.

Sec. 4. For each and every violation,
evasion or disregard of the orovisions of this
Act, the railway company so violating, evad-

ing or disregarding, shall, upon conviction 'in
any competent court of this State, oe uneii
in a sum not less than one thousand nor more
than ten thousand dollars for each offense
and such fine or adjudgment of fine shall be
teemed a judgment against any and all the
property of such company ; and all arteritis
constables and other executive officers within
whose bailiwick or township such judgment
r fine shall be rendered or imposed, shall

upon order of court proceed as in case of ex
ecution of jiidgmeut against a private indi
vidual or other litigant, and by like process to
seize, levy upon and take in their possession
the property of the said company and hold it
subject to such procedure as may be neces
sary to the recovery of such fine or judgment
of penalty.

tiec. 5. All Acts and parts of Acts in con
fiict vith the provisions of this Act are hereby
repealed.

Let this bill become a law and it will mcasur
a ily relieve everybody and all classes, reduc

iag all classes of freights 25 per cent, from

the charges maintained during a specified

period of last year.
