of about two knots an hour, and clearly
indicates an opening further North,
whence millions of young geese come.
Swedish reports confirm this view of
the opening, and it is highly probable
that the Jannette saw it and pushed as
far northward as possible, which would
fally account for the Corwin's fdilure to
discover any trace of the Jeannetle en
the southeast coast of Wrangel Land,
where alone she made any search.

The distance from England to
California by the Cape of Good Hope
is far more than by Cape Horn. DBut
the perils of the Cape Horn passage and
the notorious uncertainties and attend-
ant delays may, upon mature reinvesti-
gation, make the route recently tried
by Gray preferable for sailing ships, at
least in the season of Winter. DBy the
Cape Harn route every mile of longi-
tude the ship makes (about 120 degrees
before reaching our Pacific coast), ex-
cept while crossing the trade w inds belt,
she must make in the face of adverse
westerly winds; whereas by the eastern
route these winds are almot ceaselessly
in her favor throughout the voyage, as
the speed made by the Macmilan (171

miles per day) illustrated.
