The other guard had an
iron padlock in his hand weighing seven
pounds, and with it struck Lo Blanc and
fractured his tku 1 so badly that bis life
is derpaired of. This ended the matter.
The other convict surrendered and
were locked up. Le Blanc escaped
about a year ago, but was recaptured.
