ification, that appropriation is the
law trnTftrmner the use of water, and
that "riparian rights' as under
stood at the common law, and as
decided in Vansickle vs. Haines,
Seventh Nevada Reports, have no

existence in this State, and are

rholly inapplicable to our situation.
n this respect the case reverses in

terms the celebrated case of Van

sickle ys- - Haines, and holds the
riffht to the use of flowing water to

depend upon actual appropriation
and beneficial use.

The decision maintains the po
sition taken originally by Genera
Clarke in the case of Vansickle vs

TTninpa. and persistently main
tained by him ever since.

ck-a- out the bed of the stream
and capture the tons of quicksilver

considerable patience and time.

come still lower. They also pmt in
a steam pump, and attempted to

pump out a sink, more than twenty

jacent hills and drowned that out

than ever before, thus affording an
excellent pportunily for working
it: but the pluvial dividend ot tne

sr. week has TOuelched these

hopes, and it is probable that the
bed of the turbulent Carson will

not be desturced until another op

portunity comes along.

New York, April 6. A dispatch

from Canton, Ga., says: Great ex

citement exists throughout this

country over the threats of incen

diarism which have been made

against a number of citizens by
some revenue informers.
