N ORPDINANCE T ABATE
the Nuisamnco of Run-

ming at Large Within the
Limits ef Carsem City.

The Board of Trustees of Carson City
do grdain:

Secrion 1—Any person keeping any dog
or dogs within the corporate limits of
Carson City shall procure from the City
Marshall a tag for each such dog, for
which he or she shall pay a yearly li-
cense of two dollars.

Secriox 2--It shell be the duty of the
City Clerk to procure at the expense of
thecity,and delivertothe City Marshall
such number of suilable tags as may be
required, taking his receipt therefor.
Said tags shall be disposed of by said
City Marshall in the manner hereinafter
provided. He shall also make contand
submit torthe Board of Trustees, atleast
once in each quarter year, and at any
time when said Beard may require it,
a verified statement of his receipts from
the sale ofdog tags, showing the amount
paid out or retained by him for fees 6s
hereinafter provided, and the amount
paid into the City Treasary.

Sgcrion 3--1t shall be the duty of the
City Marshall and theduty of every po-
licaman to take intocustody any dog or
dogsrunniong at large within the eity not
provided with and wearing tags as
herein provided, and place suchdog or
dogs in thecity pound; and whenso im-
pounded they shall be kept securely for
forty-elght hours.
