that solar as effective action on this
great subject is concerned, the Republi-
can party has shown its earnestness in
the matter by attempting !egilt on for
the benefit of the people. This at-

tempted legislation has been defeated
by a Democratic House of Representa-
tives. Let the people judge between
the parties as they stand upon the rcc-or--.
