used for educating the youth of
the State. It w:ll be mutuaally
beneficial to Nevada and Idahe to
bave them annexed, as the two will
make a prosperouz State, with no
eonflicting interests, and of which
its citizens can justly feel proud,
while, unless they are umted, it will
be difficuit for Nevads to maintain
a State Government, and Idaho
will remain a Territory for at Jleast
another quarter of a century.
