Reasons Why Comstack Bullion
is not iepoaited There.

A reporter of the Reno Gazette
called at the Carson Mint, inquired
as to its success in gathering bul-

lion and was informed that in the
two months that it has been open
as an assay office, it has only re-

ceived silver enoueh to run a few
'lours as a Mist. There is now in
the vault $33,170 in gold and 26,-31- D

ounces of silver. The depart-
ment allows Superintendent Gar-
rard to pay 101 for silver but it
must be paid in fine silver bars
while he can pay out gold coin for
gold bullion. He has permission to
buy 50,000 ounces ef silver but he
does not seem likely to reach that
limit in a long whil?. The rates for
treating bullion are the same as at
other Mints, but there seems to be
a combination of circumstances
which works against Carson and
causes all of tha bullion of the
Comstoek to be earned by her Mint
to San Francisco. One tLing is,
the express charges amount to
about $3,000 a month and t'ie com
pany hates to give that up. They
therefore charge as much from Vir-

ginia to Carson as to San Francisco
and as much from Carson to San
Francisco as from Virginia. Mack,
ay's mines ship bullion to San
Francisco and thsra get money
from the water company, Mallon,
Ford, and other merchants to pay
their wages and bills, giving checks
on San Francisco, so they don't
hare to ship money up. Another
reason why they do not stop, is be-

cause it is an object for the Nevada
Bank and the Bank of California
to handle the bullion. It is net
necessary to coin it either, because
it is all going to China now and
fine bars are worth more than dol
lars. The probabilities are, there-
fore, that the Mint will soon be
closed forever and the building
sold or used for some ether purpose

The statement made about the
express charges is an error. They
do not charge the same from Vir-

ginia City to Carson as to San
Francisco but nuch less. The
fault lies with the Democratic Ad
ministration.
