Winter, says the Sacramen-
to Bee, the Nevada Legislature
passed what is known as the Anti-Treati- ng

law. It prohibited treat-
ing in saloons. This law has beeu
a dead letter from the time of its
passage, and a bill has been framed
for its repeal.

Here is an illustration of the folly
of enactments that are not sup-
ported by publie sentiment. Such
measures are never enforced. They
are worse than useless, for they
tend to bring all law into con-

tempt. -

The great lesson for Legislators
to learn is to avoid the making of

unnecessary laws. No measure
should be enacted unless there can
be shown an absolute ueed of it.
Nine-tenth- s cf all legislation is
mischievous, and, soouer or later,
needs to be repealed or amended.
The main work ol the British Par-
liament consists in the repeal of
bad laws. A tid the labors of Legis-
lative bedits in the United States
are already largely cf this charac-
ter, tiiouh tiiis is. but a young
country. Legislatures ara neces-

sary, but, aside from the routine
work required of them, they proba-
bly do more harm than good. They
make statutory law a thing of
shreds and patches, in which no
consistency or system can be found.
Their sessions are awaited with
alarm by the people, and their ad-

journment brings a sigh of telief
from everybody. Eac'i raw youth
who is elected & member of a Leg-
islature fancies himself a Solon
and rushes to the Capitol with a
gripsack full of bills. Thus early
in the present session of our Cali-

fornia Legislature there have been
about 150 bills introduced, and
this number will be easily quadru-
pled before the session ends Most
of them arc unneeet-sary- , some are
pernicious, and some are the veri-
est bosh. The few good bills are
in danger of being buried under
the aecumvlatiou of rubbish. Hap-

pily, the majoritv of bosh bills will
be killed by the committees, or left
to perish of negleet.

There is a bill introduced in the

Nevada Legislature defining em-

bezzlement. We hope it will pass.
The practice of treating mone
held in trust as if it were art of
the holder's private capital is be-

coming too common. It is resorted
to by men who would think it be-

neath them to break open a safe,
but who are mure dangerous anu
demoralizing to the community
than burglars The immediate se-

quel to every failure of a brnker
should be a thorough investigation
of it causes. If it is found to be
due to speculation with other peo-- ,

pie's capital, the next step should
bo a prosecution for embezzlement.
The sight of a few respectable
sharpers in State Prison might not
consele their victim-- , but it would
have a healthy effect on a specula-
tive community
