The Walker Lake Bulletin bhas
the following practical article on
the all abserbiag question of a State
Lottery. It says:

It is mnot right to drink, but the
anti-treat law was derided as a silly
and inoperative statute. It is not
right to gamble, but it is admitted
to be useless to pass laws probibit-
ing gambling. Se long as the moral
sense of the majority is not strong-
ly against gambline, those who
wish to gambie will gambile, and
nrohibitory laws will only be ab-
surd dead letters. The same is
the case with lottery playiog. It
is gambling.. It cannot be defend-
ed as right, but itis one of the
vices which receive indu'gence,
and . will be practiced, law or no
law. We, as a commoawealth, do
vot approve of drinkisg or gam-
bling, but still we recognized the
inevitable and make the two um-
avoidable evils assist in supporting
our State Government. The li-
cemse is not an endorsement, 1t is
simply ao admission that at pres-
eunt there 1a somethiog that cannet
be cured and must be endured.
The same thing may be said of loc-
teries. So long as no drawing may
be had in this State, those devoted
te the chances of the game send

there are uwe restrictions. It is
Quixzotic to ride a woral bhorse into
a blind lane. It mesy be evidence
of what you think but does mo
good, and it is foclish for people to
refuse to chooss the least of two
evils when one, at least, is an abso.
late certainty. Now the money is
sent away, the chances of feir play
are certainly not inereased by dis-
tance, and the people epenly break
the law.
1f the people must have a lottery
let them have one at heme. Let it
be where they will know some-
thing about its management, and
where the inyestment will keep
the money at home. There is no
Janger of any money beingz kept
out of the State by the establish-
ment of a lettery and some may be
received. The fear that a legalized
State Lottery may keep away from
us some over-particular people is
groundless. They will still come
if their interest points this way,
and after eneugh of that class
cowes, public sentiment will ren-
er an anti-lottery law eperative.
Unti! then it is better to look at
the {1 ts without using the smoked
glass of morbid morality and see
wherein an evil that cannot be pre-
vented can be controlled, and com-
pelled to pay something for the
privilegea which it will enjoy in
any eveat.
