TRACING UP KISSANE.

General Darr said be did not be-

lieve the tory of Kissane's alleged
rdgamous marriage, nor the story of
the alleged assassination of a farm,
er in Missouri. In bis tracing up
of Kissane he could find no time or
place when such a murder could
have been committed. There were
other equally sMspiciotis, and tragic
incidents, however, that could be
well authenticated. For the pres.
ent, Darr declined to allow the
correspondent to view Burton's
book, other than to merely look at
it.

ners. Though old in years, he
is a man of powerful physique, ro
bust and eagle eyed. He is a man
of means and unblemished reputa
tion.
