The Eureka mill of 60 stamps
crushing capacity, was first passed
Then came the Mrnan mill of 40
stamps. These two mills are, ana
for two years past have been, em-

ployed upon ore from the Consoli-
dated California & Virginia mine,
which has sent to them au average
aggregate of about 2.700 tons per
week. The Mexican mill of 40

stamps crushing power was next
passed, and afterwards, in succes-

sion, the Santiago and Vivian mills,
the three being employed upon ores
from the Crown Point, Belcher and
Overman mines. Next came the
Brunswick mill of GO stamps, which
is engaged upon Yflluw Jacket ore.
This is one of the finest an I costli-
est mills in the world. It can be
run by either steam or water, so
that when the water in the. Carson
river is at too lw a stage to furnish
power, steam can bo applied, nd
there need be no interruption of
work. The other mills mentioned
are run by water power only. Fur
iher down the river, nearly as far
as Dayton, there are, other mills at
work upon ores, slimes and tailings
The whole constitutes a very profit-
able industry. At ihe present time
an aggregate: of ahout 7.1 '00 tons of
ore per week is being sent to the
mills along the Carson river .nun
the Comstock mines, and a monthly
bullion product of between $500,000
and fG00.0OU is the result.

Evidently the Comstock mines
are not plaved out.
