The sight of half a dozen leading
newspapers comhinineg to condone
the erimes of murder, thelt, foreery,
counterfeiting, perjury and swin
dling is not one ecalenlated to in
struct the rising generation.

In order to throw the shield of
protection over one great criminal
the San Franciseo press is obliged,
in order to he eonsistent, to cease
its pursuit of other eriminals of
lesser degree. For months the pa-
pers at the Bayv teemed with seath-
ing editorials relative to the slow
movemeunts of justice, told how the
murderers’ row was filling up, and
read the officers of the law sound
sermons upon the laxity with
which the luw was administered.

The bribery of juries was made a
special mubject of editorial wrath,
and the idea that gold was being
used to obstruct the machinery of
jastice caused the newspapers to
hint that ere long an outraged pub
lic would rise up and mete out
swift vengeanee to the guilty.

There was no suppressing of facts
in the cases of any of the men.
Goldensen has sisters and a mother,
and Craige, the man charged with
jury bribing, has sisters whose
bhearts have doubtless been torn as
much as any of the Kissane rela-
tives. Neither the press nor the
officers of the law considered these
thines.

Why then should this fiend Kis-
sane, who blew a youngz boy's
brains out at Rivas, Mexien, in the
Walker expedition, and roasted six-
teen men, women and ehildren
alive in Ohip to get the

Va'jean of Les Misevables? Talmacge
had vetter re-read the book. Val-
jean made restitution for his une
act of petty theft comwmicted under
the rharp spur of hanger; Kissane
_ refuses to make restiution, and all

the bosh about his thirty-five years
of blumeless life is demolizhed,
when it has come to licht that he
swindled a Sacramento man vut of
$£25.000 only six years ago.

The old witnesses against Kis-
sane bhave one by one perizshed by
the bullet or poison bowl, und only
a few days ago he was stalking the
streets of San Francisco threaten-
ing to kill General Darr on sight.
