Rideout has about 15,000 acres of
land ut the point where he has
made the suceessful lind of fowing
water, and if he should be rewarded
by obtainine as great a supply for
irrigation  purposes as he desires,
the inerease the walue of his
lands will amonnt to a small for-
tune. The importance to Colusa
county, also, of finding flowine
water in that section of usuvally
quite licht rainfall cannot he  over-
estimated. It is to be hoped thag
an ample supply for that entire re-
gion may be obtained.--Record-
