The demise oi Jobm Swinton's
newsparer carries with it a lesson
that almost anyone can read as he
rans. Swinton has gpent ten years
of his hfe fighting the battles of the
industrial classes. He fought with
ability and courage, and the stardi.
est blows ever delivered in behall
labor in New York came from him.
The laboring clusses, however, paid
very little attention to his efforts in
their behalf, and let his paper die
from lack of support.

There never has yet been a time
when the laboring classes were wil-
ling to support a journal published
exclusively in their behalf. They
are fond of clamoring for high pay
for everything they do, but when
they have an editor working for
them they pay him nothing and let
him find himself.

They are willing to spend several
millions & year in whiskey and to-
bacco, but begrudge any money for
a paper fighting in their bebalf,
yet they growl and whine be-
cause the press is not continually
advocating their interests. Papers,
like everything else, are run to
make moneyv, and few men are
such fools as to risk a fortune run-
ning & newspaper for the industrial
classes. Experience has taught a
good many publishers that the in-
dustrial classes will not run news-
papers. They are anxious to have
men jump into the world’s ring and
battle in their behalf, but he must
do it all at his own expense.

The liguor seller and the tobacco
man can always count on their sup-
port, but the advocate of their
rights, never.

The laboring classes of the:
country by contributing 10 cents a
week each, could have a paper as
big and powerful as the Harper's
Weekly, advocating their interests
in trumpet tones; but they want no
such paper if it costs 10 cents a
week, for 10 cents will buy two
glasses of beer in New York, and a
paper of fine-cut; yet it took John
Swinton, able man that he was,
ien vears to discover these truths,
which almost everybody seems to
recognize.
