I desire through your paper to un-
swer the charge that has appeared
successively in the Reno Gazette,
the Virginia Enterprise, the Morn-
ing ArreaL, the Reno Journal and
the Carson Tribune, that the Di-
rectors ot the Orphans’ Home had
closed the Industrial Department of
that institution indefinitely,

The first article appeared in the
Reno Gagzette of July 24th., in the
form of a letter dated July 22, writ-
ten by *“‘Orphans’ Friend,” stating
emphatically that the Industrial
School was closed down indefinitely,
and rince that date the above named
papers have reiterated this bold as-
sertion, deeming it unnecessary to
ask a member of the Board if this
statement were true. Is it not sar-
prising that the editors and propri-
etors of the Gazette, Megars. (. S.
Young and C. S. Preble, ex-mem-
bers of the Board of Directors of
the Orphans” Home, did not take is-
gue with “Orphans’ Friend”” when
he asserted that the last Legislature
made ample provision for the main-
tenance of the Home lor the next
t¥0 years, especially when we re-
member that the Legislature appro-
priated $25,000 for the two vears
notwithstanding these ex-Directors
earnestly recommended in their last
report to the Legislature that the
sum of §32,000 be appropriated, as-
signing many reasons why this sum
WuS necessary to properly maintain
the Home ?
